For the first time, BC Connections is being facilitated through Eagle 
Exchange, allowing the mentors and mentees to message each other, video call, and achieve preset 
goals all within the platform.

The Alumni Job Shadow program is an annual partnership 
between the BCAA and BC Career Center that aims to support 
BC students in their career exploration by giving them an 
inside look into an industry, organization, or job function of 
interest.
