During the 

Thirty Year War, the village of 

Oberammergau was spared the Black Plague 

and for this reason, the villagers vowed that 

every ten years they would give a play to 

honor the life of Christ.  The performers are 

native Oberammergauers.  Their long hair 

and beards are natural as they start to grow it 

a year or more in advance, and their 

costumes are made by local villagers.  

During the break of the performance, join 

your fellow travelers for a farewell dinner 

celebrating the end of a memorable trip. 

Today breakfast, lunch and dinner will be 

included. 
 

 

Day 11: Wednesday, June 02, 2010 

Oberammergau - Tour Ends
