ERM Database Documentation

Steps for Loading Access => MySQL Data

***FOR EXPORTS FROM ACCESS, CREATE A FIELD CALLED “END” AND PUT A NON-TEXTUAL LINE TERMINATOR IN.
1.) electronicResource: MAKE BACKUP COP
Y FIRST!! We need to merge the interface records into the regular electronicResource table:

a.) Keep acqID and add oldInterfaceID and oldInterfaceProvider.

b.) Create recordType field by updating based upon ResourceType values.

c.) Modify table to match other ERMdb fields.

d.) Do an “Append” Query to add the Interface fields to ElectronicResource.

e.) Update recordType to “Interface” for newly-added ElectronicResource (interface) records.Create a duplicate Electronic Resource table (ElectronicResourceDup). Change interfaceID to match erID of newly-added Interface ElectronicResource records:  

UPDATE ElectronicResource INNER JOIN ElectronicResourceDup ON    ElectronicResourceDup.oldInterfaceID = ElectronicResource.InterfaceID SET ElectronicResource.InterfaceID = [ElectronicResourceDup].[erID];
f.) Delete oldInterfaceID field from ElectronicResource.

g.)  Update publisherID field with oldInterfaceProvider value 

UPDATE ElectronicResource INNER JOIN ElectronicResourceDup ON  ElectronicResourceDup.erID = ElectronicResource.erID SET ElectronicResource.pubID = [ElectronicResourceDup].[oldInterfaceProvider] 

WHERE ElectronicResource.erID > 13181;
h.) Delete oldInterfaceProvider field.

i.) MAKE A BACKUP COPY OF ELECTRONIC RESOURCE WITH acqID AND licenseID FIELDS (WE ARE GOING TO USE THIS TO BUILD LINKS TO LICENSE AND TERMSDEFINED: Call it: electronicResource_license_terms
j.) DO NOT EXPORT electronicResource yet!!!
2.) Create acqER by copying electronicResource table and deleting all fields except erID and acqID.

3.) Create objectLink table by exporting relevant fields from electronicResource into an external XLS file. Create separate files for each linkType. Manipulate and combine values into one XLS and re-load into access. Do Not forget to create links for alephPO numbers.

4.) Add SFX Links to objectLink by importing journalTitles.csv from libdb. Create a query which matches on ISSN in objectLink (created in step 3) and journalTitles tables. Export query values into XLS and append them to objectLink XLS table. Re-Load the full table into Access. Then, export to CSV.

5.) Delete all license fields from completed electronicResource table and then export it. Fix electonicResource export file by adding quotes and ‘*’ at end of each line. Remove < > from the title fields.

6.) Create license table from electronicResource_license_terms table. Delete records without a URL and/or an accessStartDate value. Change date format and check for http:// prefix on URLs.

7.) Create erLicense by duplicating license table and adding two columns (the licenseID and the erID will be the same for these). Export license and erLicense.

8.) accessInformation: Consolidate notes into accessNote field or ipAddressRegInstructions. Export to CSV.

9.) acquisition: move cost fields to cost entity (by making a copy of acquisition). Change date formats (remember to change aleph date fields to number format for correct export)

10.) cost / erCost: Create cost table from acquisition table copy. Create erCost by linking cost.costID (the old acqID) to the erID and acqID through the acqER table. Export both tables. 

11.) Contact: create contact by adding new fields and fixing URL prefixes.

12.) processingWorkflow: add all ERMdb fields to this table and update it with access status values from electronicResource_license_terms. Fix dates to reflect Aleph dates.

13.) Organization:  Remember to create the dummy organization ID 9999 with an orgName of Unknown/Not Recorded. Place a note in it saying that it is the dummy/default value. Make sure that it is all orgTypes. Also, make sure that all organizations that are set to 0 or to Data Entry Pending are now set to ID 9999.
ALSO: Remember to create the organization: “O'Neill Library Systems Administrators” -- All warning e-mails for ERM Database errors are sent to members of this organization. For warning e-mail purposes, members of this group should include the Systems Librarian, the Head of Systems, the Electronic Resources and Systems Librarian and the Manager of Integrated Library Systems.
