SUPPLYING URL’S IN THE ERMdb

General Instructions
Purpose:  To locate the Primary Access URL for accessing electronic journals, in order to add the URL to the ERMdb Access tab, during the Access Confirmation process.

Which is the Primary Access URL:

*In virtually all cases, it is the URL pointing to the list of issues available online (instead of just the current issue, or one free sample issue).  This list is variously labeled “archive," "back issues," "all issues," "browse available issues," etc.  N.B. This Primary Access URL must not contain a session ID (see note in spreadsheet); if in doubt, before pasting in ERMdb seek help.
Locating the Primary Access URL:

Use the Excel spreadsheet.  This is a list of interfaces & their URL’s.

N.B. Each interface (i.e. provider, publisher, aggregator, etc.) site has been built differently; sites will change, and steps to locating the Primary Access URL, will vary considerably.  To help locate the Primary Access URL, a guide note will be found beside each interface to help navigate the interface site.

N.B. Clicking “Copy Link Location” is copying the URL.  Copy Link Location is the phrase in Netscape.  If your default is Internet Explorer, you will find the phrases “Copy Shortcut” or “Create Shortcut.”   Also note, these examples only go so far; for any given site, you can expect inconsistencies and complexities beyond those cited in the examples.  Persistence is required; just keep hunting until you get to the place described above.*    

To supply the Primary Access URL:  see the following examples
Example I:  Oxford journals

   1. In the INTERFACES column find the interface for the journal

   2. In the CAPTURE URL column click on the URL, for the Journals’ titles page


   3. Click on title

   4. Right click “Browse the Archive;” Copy Link Location e.g. http://afraf.oxfordjournals.org/archive/
   5. Search the title in ERMdb                                                                                                                           

   6. Click Access Tab

   7. Paste URL into Primary Access URL/URI:  & “Update Record”                                            

Example II:  American Chemical Society (ACS)

   Repeat steps 1-3 above

   -Find “back issues” link and right click on button; Copy Link Location e.g. http://pubs3.acs.org/acs/journals/toc.page?incoden=bichaw
   Repeat steps 5-7 above

Example III:  ScienceDirect

   Repeat steps 1-3

   -Right click ‘Bookmark’ URL: Copy Link Location e.g. http://www.sciencedirect.com/science/journal/10856862
   Repeat steps 5-7

Example IV:  Berkeley Electronic Press (bepress)

    Repeat steps 1-2

    -Right click on single title e.g. Review of Law & Economics; Copy Link Location 

    -N.B. These links may lead to a single title or groups of journal titles

    -Click on title group e.g. Global Jurist
    -Right click on single title e.g. Global Jurist Frontiers; Copy Link Location e.g. http://www.bepress.com/gj/frontiers
 Repeat steps 5-7

   -N.B. With bepress, expect other quirks
