We want you to know 
what’s happening and engage you more and more in the life of the community. To this 
end, we are making every effort to have an excellent database that enables us to let you 
know what’s happening in your parish. This week, and for the two following, Parish 
Pastoral Council members will be at the Welcome table at the entrance of the Church, 
asking you to confirm your “data” for our records. It will give them a chance to meet 
you as well as verify the data we have. 

 
I have been so graced by God to accompany this parish on our journey together 

toward our ultimate purpose which is to live in God for all eternity. I have caught 
glimpses of that eternal life in the joy, the love and the extraordinary generosity of the 
people of St. Ignatius. May God continue to bless our every work and effort to “know, 
love and serve.”

BAPTISM 
 Adults are baptized at the Easter Vigil as part of the Rites of Christian Initiation for 
 Adults.  Infant and child baptisms are by arrangement. 
FIRST EUCHARIST 
 Preparation occurs in Grade 2 and includes classes, retreat and home instruction. 
CONFIRMATION 
 Our Confirmation program begins in the 9th grade. Students are confirmed in the  
 Spring of the 10th grade. Young adults who have been catechized but are not yet  
 confirmed should contact the rectory for an alternative program. 
MATRIMONY 
Must be registered as a parishioner six months prior to beginning Marriage             
arrangements.
