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The Strategic Plan sets several goals for the Liturgy Commission including, renovations, education, and recruitment and participation.  This year we have made strides towards accomplishing goals in each of these areas.  
Renovations to the upper church have been quite dramatic this year.  We have transitioned from a temporary platform in the sanctuary to a beautifully crafted predella.  The renovation of the Sanctuary space has had a major impact on all liturgies.  We continue to work on how to best utilize the space during liturgy to create an atmosphere that encourages full, active and conscious participation for all parishioners.  We continue to discuss renovations and we look towards creating a Baptismal font for the entrance of the church that will both inspirational and functional. 
The liturgy commission had provided many educational and informative opportunities for parishioners to enhance their appreciation and understanding of liturgical worship.  For the Advent season we created a booklet centering on the theme of the Magnificat from Luke’s Gospel.  Each week in Lent, reflection questions were posed in the bulletin as a means for people to prepare for Sunday’s liturgy.  Lenten evening prayer was well attended and offered opportunities for both lay presiders and homilists.  Lent also provided the commission the opportunity to educate the community about the RCIA process.   A handout was created that describes the five phases of RCIA and how this journey of faith happens here at St. Ignatius.  
 In the area of recruitment and participation, the commission worked hard to involve as many volunteers as possible during Holy Week.  Many new lectors and Eucharistic ministers were involved throughout the whole week, in fact every person who signed up to volunteer during the week was asked to serve.   We will continue our work to recruit more volunteers in all the various ministries. 
Looking ahead, our focus next year will shift monthly between logistical planning and scripture reflection.  In doing so, we hope to create a more even balance between the time we spend on the practical aspects of planning the liturgies and on our discussions of the spiritual aspects of our liturgical celebrations.  We will invite lectors, ministers, and members of other commissions to participate in the reading reflection sessions to foster more collaboration among the different commissions and to have greater input from the community.
