You must be a citizen or permanent resident of the United States and 
have a minimum grade point average of 3.0 by the application deadline
Of particular importance to the Scholarship Selection Subcommittee is that you must 
demonstrate an outstandign record of involvement in, and service to, the Hispanic/Latino
community at Boston College and in the wider community.

Please be specific about your 
future goals.
