Room of Gasson Hall. Hume spoke about the need for the landmark

Good Friday Agreement to be implemented fully and urged all parties in

Northern Ireland to move forward into the new millennium committed

to peace and prosperity for Northern Ireland. Earlier in the Spring Kevin

O’Neill traveled to Atlanta to participate in the ceremony, which awarded

Hume the Martin Luther King Prize. 

Later in the year the leader of the Ulster Unionist Party and First

Minister Designate of the Northern Ireland Assembly, David Trimble

received an honorary degree from the University. Mr. Trimble was recog-

nized for his contribution to the landmark 1998 Good Friday Agreement.

Ireland’s other Nobel Laureate, Seamus Heaney, helped celebrate the

twentieth anniversary of Irish Studies, by reading from his poems during

the Fall semester.

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Blacks in Boston
The history of African-American

and Irish-American relations in

the Boston area is a complicated

one often marred by tension 

and misunderstanding. A desire

to understand the reasons for

this tension created a dialogue

between two historians in the

University, Frank Taylor of 

the Black Studies Program and

Kevin O’Neill of the Irish Studies

Program. It was a dialogue, 

however, without a public forum.

When President Leahy urged a 

reconvening of the Blacks in

Boston Conference at the Faculty

Convocation last September, the

faculty and staff of both pro-

grams saw an ideal opportunity

to explore these issues. Thus, the

seventh Blacks in Boston

Conference, “The Irish and

African-American Experience”, is

designed to encourage a dialogue

between these two communities.

The conference will be organized

around three major themes: reli-

gion, education, and community,

and will present opportunities

for a greater understanding of

the commonalties that both com-

munities share. The conference

is scheduled for February 24–26,

2000; the first two days of lec-

tures and workshops will be held

at the Boston College campus.

The John F. Kennedy Library in

Boston will be the venue for the

final day.

“The

fact that the Commission chose

us is a major honor, not just 

for Irish Studies, but for the

University as a whole”. One of

the decisive factors in the

Commission’s selection of BC,

according to Adele Dalsimer, is

that we are currently the only

University in America offering

courses in traditional Irish music

and dance: The Commission’s

decision “reflects how much

Seamus Connolly has achieved in

these areas.” The Scholarships

are worth between $10,000 and

$15,000 a year.

New Music

Center Opens
The new Irish Music Center in

the Father Sidney MacNeil room

of the John J. Burns Library

opens this semester to BC stu-

dents. The room will have

listening stations equipped to

play records (including 78s),

tapes, and CDs. Much of the rare

material will first be transferred

to CD in order to preserve the

integrity of the original record-

ings. Preservation is a large

function of the new center; “we

use only approved preservation

methods,” said Music Center

director Elizabeth Sweeney.

“Environmental control and acid

free storage, along with profes-

sional handling, are in

operation.” (While preserving the

old is certainly of the greatest

urgency, Beth was quick to point

out the importance of the O’Neill

Library’s contemporary music

collections, stressing that O’Neill

has an extensive Irish music 

collection.) A recent purchase of

Frederick M. Manning’s John

McCormack collection is

amongst the center’s most prized

possessions. It is the largest 

collection of McCormack memo-

rabilia in the world and includes

one of McCormack’s famous

black books containing the typed

lyrics to his songs. An exhibition

of the material is being planned,

though no date for the showing

has yet been set. The center is

currently cataloging all items in

its possession in the Boston

College on line catalog (QUEST).

Access to the resources at the

music center is by no means

restricted to BC students. “We

want the center to be a commu-

nity resource, which anyone with

an interest in this music can 

utilize,” said Beth Sweeney. The

center is a repository for tradi-

tional Irish music as performed

in America, and includes record-

ings from the Gaelic Roots

concerts and festivals. Please 

see the center’s web site

www.bc.edu/irishmusiccenter.

BC Libraries to

Share Resources

With Belfast’s

Linen Hall

Library
The Boston College Libraries have

struck a resource-sharing partner-

ship with the Linen Hall Library in

Belfast that will create between

them the largest repository of Irish

publications in the world.

Massachusetts Governor Paul

Cellucci joined University

President William P. Leahy, SJ, in

witnessing the signing of the

agreement in Belfast on June 22.

The agreement between the

libraries permits shared access to

collections and enables students

from Massachusetts and Ulster to

tap the diverse resources of each

library. The Linen Hall Library is a

major independent subscribing

research library known for its

extensive holdings on Northern

Irish politics. The library main-

tains large collections in all areas

of Irish interest, including travel,

heraldry, poetry, theater and

genealogy. Founded in 1788 as the

Belfast Reading Society, Linen

Hall is the last surviving subscrib-

ing library in the country. The

John J. Burns Library at Boston

College, with more than 150,000

volumes and 15 million manu-

scripts, houses the premier

collection of Irish research materi-

als in the United States. Its Irish

collection documents the history,

life and culture of the Irish people,

with emphasis on the period from

1798 to the present, and with 

particularly strong holdings in the

areas of Irish history, religion and

politics. “It is particularly appro-

priate that the Linen Hall, Belfast’s

oldest library, with its early Ulster

printing and Northern Ireland

political collection—the definitive

archive of the recent Troubles—

should develop such a relationship

with the Boston College Libraries,”

said Linen Hall Library Director

John Gray.

Gaelic Roots

Festival
The enormous success of the

Gaelic Roots Festival in 1997 and

1998 ensured a sell-out festival

this year. “We sold out literally

six weeks before the program

began,” said Seamus Connolly,

who is widely recognized as one

of Ireland’s greatest living fiddle

players. “The response was 

overwhelming, with people com-

ing from all over the United

States, Canada, and as far away

as Australia.” Gaelic Roots is 

a unique weeklong summer pro-

gram that includes classes taught

by master musicians and dancers

from all over Ireland, Britain,

and North America. “The success

of the venture depends upon 

students developing a sense of

friendship with their instruc-

tors”. During the week fiddle

legend Bobby Casey was honored

for his contribution to traditional

Irish music and dance. Son of

renowned fiddle player John

(Scully) Casey, Bobby played with

such figures as Paddy Canny, 

PJ Hayes, and Martin Rochford.

He emigrated to London in 1952

where he quickly established

himself as a leading performer in

London’s highly competitive 

traditional scene. “He is immedi-

ately identifiable”, said 

Seamus Connolly, “his soulful,

yet assertive style has had a 

profound effect on Irish fiddle

playing in the later half of the

century”. From harbor cruises to

concerts and impromptu 

sessions, the week was full of

music, song, and dance. “It’s the

nearest thing to a week’s vaca-

tion in Ireland” said one student,

“except, of course, we have a little

more control over the weather”.

colloquium: modern irish history 
This colloquium will explore some of the

major issues in Modern Irish History. Its

primary focus will be on Revisionism and

related developments in the writing of Irish

social, economic and political history over

the last two decades. Kevin O’Neill.

the american irish 1700–1855
Between 1700 and 1855, some 3.5 million

Irish men, women, and children crossed

the Atlantic to settle in North America. This

course will explore this migration which

played a fundamental role in the shaping of

modern Ireland, and also in determining

the economic, political and cultural devel-

opment of the United States in the

eighteenth and nineteenth centuries. Kevin

Kenny.

eighteenth century ireland. 
This course will consider the complex social

and economic history of 18th century

Ireland. Kevin O’Neill.

ireland: from the united irishmen
to partition
This course will examine the political, 

cultural and social history of Ireland from

the Rebellion of 1798 to the Treaty of 1921.

In order to gain an understanding of the

complex nature of Irish society, students

will use a single text and a number of other

sources including novels, short stories, 

film and a pre-famine diary during the

course of the semester. Robert Savage and

Margaret Preston.

irish unionism: a colloquium.
This course will provide a detailed knowl-

edge of the development of Unionism in

Ireland. Several themes will be emphasized:

the political landscape of the country at the

turn of the century, the consolidation of

Protestant identity, the economic develop-

ment of the North East of Ireland, and the

emergence of a formal Unionist organiza-

tion. Particular attention will be paid to

relations between Irish Unionism and

British Conservatism and to the localization

of Unionism. Paul Bew, Burns Professor,

(Queen’s University, Belfast).

irish women emigrants: the irish
and american context. 
This seminar course will be an examination

of Irish women and emigration beginning

with a study of conditions in Ireland, which

resulted in women emigrating in such large

numbers, and will then turn to their experi-

ences as immigrants. Ruth-Ann Harris.

power, politics and people: 19th
century ireland. 
The political, social and cultural history 

of 19th century Ireland is considered.

Topics emphasize the 1798 Rebellion,

influence of Daniel O’Connell, Parnell, the

Land War and the Crisis of Home Rule.

Robert Savage. 

introduction to modern irish. 
A course for beginners in standard modern

Irish, with attention to regional variants.

The course is intended to develop both con-

versational and compositional skills and the

ability to read Irish prose. Donna Wong

continuing modern irish.
A continuing course in Modern Irish for

those with basic prior knowledge of the lan-

guage. Emphasis will be on developing the

ability to read contemporary literature in all

genres. The primary focus of the course will

be on the Irish of Connemara, but other

dialects will be studied as well, and some

attention will be given to reading texts in

the older Gaelic type in use through the

1940’s. Donna Wong.

early medieval art in ireland 
and britain. 
This seminar will examine the origins and

development of art in Ireland and Britain in

the Early Medieval period and the produc-

tion of Irish and English missionaries on

the Continent. Emphasis will be placed on

manuscripts, sculpture and metal work of

the sixth to ninth century, on understand-

ing works of art in their historical context,

and on the sources in the Celtic, Germanic

and Mediterranean worlds. Nancy Netzer.

19th century irish and english
women’s fiction. 
This course explores the relationship

between 19th century English and Irish

women writers and their novels. We 

will consider how these women authors’

texts meet and diverge on issues of class,

gender, politics, and colonialism. Kate

Costello-Sullivan.

ireland’s islands, real and 
imaginary. 
This course will examine narratives in

which Irish authors tell stories about the

many islands associated in some way with

Ireland. Readings will include mythic tales,

Blasket and Aran Island memoirs, and nov-

els and short stories. These readings will be

supplemented with other materials of vari

ous kinds: archaeological, geographical, his-

torical, cultural. Kristin Morrison.

the poetry and plays of w.b. yeats. 
This course will consider the poetry and

plays of W.B. Yeats. Concomitantly, we will

examine the various critical methodologies

that have been applied to Yeats’s writings 

in the past half-century: biographical, 

psychoanalytic, feminist, colonial and post-

colonial. The course will provide both an

understanding of Yeats’s writings and their

critical history.

An introduction to Irish music from two

perspectives: (1) a historical examination of

the music and its indigenous instruments,

and (2) a close study of contemporary 

developments arising from the folk music

revival of the 60s, particularly in rela-

tion to ensemble performance.
