From 1831 to 1921 he Boston ivt offered a weekly list
of Irish immigrants to North America being sought by
relatives, friends or acquaintances. The more than
31,000 entries that ran during the 90 years of the
OMssing FriendsO column have been catalogued by
Boston llege researchers, led by historianugh-Ann
Harris, and are now being made available through a
Boston llege website, Information Vénted, at
infowanted.bc.edu. Through a joint venture between the
Boston llege Offce of Marketing Communications
and Irish Studies, the advertisements have been turned
into a searchable database, and serve as a resource for
scholars and others interested in Irish immigration.
From the first advertisement in October 1831, entries
for OMssing FriendsO were usually concise and
formulaic, often giving little more than the missing per
sonOs name, birthplace, known destination, and some
distinguishing characteristic. ¥t some advertisements
hint at the more personal and emotional aspects of this
separation: parents trying toifd the whereabouts of
their 12-year-old daughter who had traveled alone tew
York City; a wifeOs precise descriptions of her missing
husband, from his height (5-foot-7) to his Oblack-
whiskeredO facial appearance to higr&b sack coatO and
Oblue striped shirt.0

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Maria Luddy, Professor of Hstory at the University
of Warwick, specializes in the social and political
history of 19th and 20th century Ireland, concen
trating particularly on the history of women.

Luddy is currently co-directing the Wmen in
Modern Irish Culture project, which will construct
a database of Irish women writers writing in all
genres in the Irish and English languages between
1800 and 2000.

In September the Think Tanks Program will
focus on the potential of non-prdf, independent
research organizations to advocate for changes in
public policy and to bridge the gap between acade
mia and government. A late Mvember program
for Government Media Spokespersons will provide
an inside look into how public affairs ofices and
spokespersons function in the United States, focus
ing on the importance of transparency and account
ability towards constituents. The Institute will
welcome fourteen investigative journalists in
December to explore the practice of investigative
journalism in the US and its role in the current
media and political climate.
