	1. Log in instructor computer as "student" with password "student".
NOTE: Unplug the white monitor cable in the back if you can't restart / wake up the computer, and then plug it back in.

2. Press the screen to start, and then choose “Fixed Laptop” as the source to display. Press the “Activate Both Screens” button. Both projectors should start working. 
NOTE: Press F7 key if the computer doesn't project.

3. To adjust the settings in the room, use the controls on the left and right panels of the screen to change the light, window shades, and screens.

4. Printing jobs are default to the printer in the back of the room.
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	1. Make a copy of the file you want to save from the computer. Everything saved on the local computers will be trashed on a timely basis. 

2. Log out computers - please don't shut down!

3. Press "Exit" at the lower left corner of the screen, and then confirm "Turn off System".
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
