	1. Policies for Parking Permits



Parking stickers will be awarded on a semester by semester basis by the Office of Practicum Experiences and Teacher Induction on a first-come-first-serve basis.  Although willingness to carpool is not a requirement to obtain a parking permit, preference will be given to students who are.  A list of students who are approved for parking permits through this office will be sent to University Transportation Services who will then accept online applications.  There will be a notebook of all students with parking permits that is provided to School of Education student teachers only, for their convenience in finding a way to their sites.  The college has no control over and makes no representation as to the driving or vehicles of listed students.  No inference that the students listed herein are acting as agents or employees of Boston College should be drawn from the listing or the issuance of parking permits.  

	2. Eligibility


· The student must be an undergraduate student

· The student must be enrolled in a pre-practicum, practicum, or extended practicum field assignment in the Lynch School for the given semester.

· The student must live on campus.

· The vehicle must be owned and registered by an immediate family member.

· The student is responsible for the required parking fee: $490
	3. Submitting Parking Applications

Students should submit the application to the Prac Office AFTER they have:

· Officially registered for their practicum through the Registrar’s Office

· Submitted a pre-practicum, practicum, or extended practicum online application.

	4. Criteria for Awarding Permits


· Parking permits are assigned to support students in field experiences who are fulfilling academic program requirements.

· Parking permits are assigned based upon the days of the week students are completing practica, distances to the school sites, the lack of public transportation available, and the number of students placed at a site. 
	5. How to Apply


· Pick up an application in Campion 103 or from the wall rack at the door.

· Complete the application and return it to the Practicum Office on or before April 15 for fall semester and December 1 for spring semester. 

· Wait to receive an email from the Practicum Office saying that you have been approved for a permit.

· If you have been approved for a parking permit, you must then submit a University-wide application online through Student Services.

	6. Waiting List LSOE


· Students who are eligible and have not been assigned a parking permit will be placed on the parking permit waiting list.
