The history of the Society includes
moments of success and positive collaboration with the Church; it
also contains moments of difficulty, crisis, and even termination, as
in the order’s suppression in 1773.

At this symposium, more than sixty scholars from around the world
will explore the many aspects of the Society’s relations to the Church,
all within the global contexts in which the Jesuit mission grew and
operated.

Portal to Jesuit Studies

The Portal collaborates with publishers, institutions, and scholars to
provide informed direction to some of the richest primary sources
and most important recent scholarship on the Society of Jesus.
Content of various websites are all available through the Portal’s
single aggregate search engine.

Digital Indipetae Database

The Digital Indipetae Database is an online open access resources
that collects the indipetae of both the Old and New Society. Users
can search the letters by a number of facets — the full text, a sender’s
name or location, the date a letter was sent, the destination desired,
and the names of saints quoted among the others.

Jesuit Online Bibliography

The Jesuit Online Bibliography is a free, collaborative, multilingual,
and fully searchable database of bibliographic records for
scholarship in Jesuit Studies produced in the 21st century. This
project provides the citations, abstracts, subject categories, and
direct links to books, book chapters, journal articles, book reviews,
and other works related to the study of Jesuit history, spirituality,
educational heritage, and pedagogy.

The Institute of Jesuit Sources, specializes in preserving,
maintaining, and expanding for scholars around the world
important texts and studies in Jesuit history, spirituality, and
pedagogy. It publishes Jesuit primary sources in English translation,
monographs on the Jesuits, and auxiliary literature in Jesuit Studies.
